We are pleased to announce that Invest in Kids received funding through Tony Grampsas Youth Services (TGYS) at the Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment to expand implementation of The Incredible Years, statewide!  This funding will support the start-up and implementation of The Incredible Years (IY) in new communities and expansion at existing sites.  

We have developed a subgrant process, and are releasing the attached application to determine eligibility for funding.  The application due date is August 15th, 2011 (though we encourage you to submit your application as soon as possible).  Communities are invited to apply for funding for the start-up or expansion of any one of the following IY program components, or a combination thereof:

· BASIC Early Childhood Parent Program (ages 3-6)

· Child Dinosaur Classroom Program 

· Teacher Classroom Management

Please keep in mind that your staff will need to attend trainings in order to begin implementing IY, and plan accordingly.  Training dates for 2011 are as follows:

· BASIC Early Childhood Parent Program – August 24-26, 2011  

· Please note: There may be another training scheduled, depending on demand.

· Child Dinosaur Classroom Program – September 2, 2011; Oct 21, 2011; January 13, 2012

· Please note: If you are planning a large implementation of 10-15 teachers or more, it may be preferable to schedule a group training in your community.  

· Teacher Classroom Management – TBD; scheduled with individual communities

This is a very exciting opportunity for your community to bring on or expand implementation of IY.  We are thankful for this funding, which will allow us to support sites in a greater capacity.  This grant does not support full funding for program implementation—there will still be a community match required.  We have found that community buy-in, by way of a financial investment in the program, makes for the most successful, sustainable implementation of the program.    

This application does not require a budget submission, though we do ask that you outline your community match.  Once a community is selected to receive funding, we will meet with that community to discuss readiness, implementation plans, and to discuss costs and finalize an IY budget.  Our intention, as always, is to work in partnership with communities to determine what best fits their social and emotional needs.  Please feel free to ask any questions about the program, funding, or the RFA.
